For exemption vacancies will be further
distributed in to 30% for NET, SET, JRF, GATE, GPAT qualifying candidates, 20% for M. Phil
qualifying, 20 % for teaching experience holders, Inspire fellow 10 %, Masters degree by
research 5 %, Working Expereince ..... 5 %, Professional, Industrial... Experience 5 %, and
Senior Citizen 5 %. Social reservation policy, availability of vacancies at supervisors and
willingness of supervisors will also be considered while allocation. Candidates are advised to
attend the RAC meeting considering the number of candidates PET-2020 passed/exempted
and vacancies available in the concerned subject.

2. PET Passed/Exemption Validity Certificates:

Those students who are qualified in PET-2020 or are exempted from that test may collect
their passing / validity certificate from PG Section (Hall No. 225 of administrative building.

PET passed student should come along with
PET 2020 form, receipt of fees, U.G., P.G. Mark sheet and Cast certificate (if applicable)

3. Production of original documents compulsory:

All the students who are appearing before the above RAC are required to produce their
original documents along with one set of attested copies at the time of RAC meeting including
UG / P.G. Marks Statements, NET / SET / GATE certificate, PET 2020 passed Certificate / PET

to produce the original documents will not be allocated to any of the Supervisors. Candidates
appearing for this RAC are expected to prove their ability to undertake research.
